Review the Laudato Si’ Goals. Which of these goals speaks to you the most, and how have they inspired changes for you or your community? 
Ans: The Justice and Peace Commission in the Dioceses of Myitkyina is one of the groups working to put the Laudato Si goals into action. We try to answer the call to care for our earth and support people in need by teaching others about protecting our shared home and dealing with climate change. We organize activities like cleaning up the environment, planting trees, and restoring areas damaged by mining. Ongoing civil conflict in Myanmar has left both people and nature hurt and without help. The image of God in every living thing has been harmed, making it very difficult to rebuild the connection between people and nature. Nothing can replace what God has created. We feel separated in body and spirit, and this invisible wound is hard to heal.

Ans: To live a healthy life, we need to be at peace with all of God's creation. This means people and nature are closely connected. We must respect and take care of the world God made, because when we protect it, we also protect ourselves. Everyone needs to work together to care for our common home. In Kachin State, Myanmar, too much mining by wealthy people has harmed the environment. It has caused air pollution, hotter temperatures, heavy rains, soil erosion, deforestation, and ruined many farms. These changes are making life difficult for everyone.
